Bridges to Success is a

voluntary community

outreach program that has

for eligible families living in the community in a

temporary situation. Bridges assists

participants to address issues that put them at

risk of becoming homeless and connects them
to community resources.

A LIHN family advocate

meets families at their

temporary residence, in

their home, at the child's

school, or at the LIHN Day Center to assess their
needs and interestin Bridges to Success.

Homelessness is a devastating

experience for families,

damaging physical and

emotional health, interfering

with children's education and development, and

frequently resulting in the separation of family

members. LIHN was established to address the

specific needs of families by providing
emergency shelter and community outreach.
